his people and to tell them that God has 
appointed him to judge everyone, alive or 
dead. It is to him that all the prophets bear 
this witness: that all who believe in Jesus will 
have their sins forgiven through his name.’

They ran together, but the 
other disciple, running faster than Peter, 
reached the tomb first; he bent down and 
saw the linen cloths lying on the ground, but 
did not go in. Simon Peter who was following 
now came up, went right into the tomb, saw 
the linen cloths on the ground, and also the 
cloth that had been over his head; this was 
not with the linen cloths but rolled up in a 
place by itself. Then the other disciple who 
had reached the tomb first also went in; he 
saw and he believed. Till this moment they 
had failed to understand the teaching of 
scripture, that he must rise from the dead.

HOMILY

RENEWAL OF BAPTISMAL PROMISES
Replaces the Profession of Faith.

Dear brethren (brothers and sisters), through 
the Paschal Mystery we have been buried 
with Christ in Baptism, so that we may walk 
with him in newness of life. And so, now 
that our Lenten observance is concluded, 
let us renew the promises of Holy Baptism, 
by which we once renounced Satan and his 
works and promised to serve God in the holy 
Catholic Church. And so I ask you:
P. Do you renounce Satan?
All: I do.
P. And all his works?
All: I do.
P And all his empty show?
All: I do.
P. Do you believe in God, the Father 
almighty, Creator of heaven and earth?
All: I do.
P. Do you believe in Jesus Christ, his only 
Son, our Lord, who was born of the Virgin 
Mary, suffered death and was buried, rose 
again from the dead and is seated at the 
right hand of the Father?
All: I do.
P. Do you believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy 
Catholic Church, the communion of saints, 
the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of 
the body, and life everlasting?
All: I do.
P. And may almighty God, the Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, who has given us new birth 
by water and the Holy Spirit and bestowed on 
us forgiveness of our sins, keep us by his grace, 
in Christ Jesus our Lord, for eternal life.
All: Amen.

PRAYER OF THE FAITHFUL
